




2006
Excellent - Already good, better examples can improve further. Started coolly, meaning small berries with thick skins that led to great 

concentration. A strong vintage.  Wet winter replenished vines after three dry seasons. Warm, dry growing season; consistent temperatures 

in second half led to even ripening. All major varieties performed well. (Outstanding)

2007
Excellent - Already good, better examples can improve further. Ripe & rich, favouring Rhone varieties in particular.  Up-and-down growing 

season marked by a heat wave in late January. Most whites and early-ripening reds (Pinot Noir, Merlot) harvested in sweltering conditions; 

2008
Very Good - Already good, better examples can improve further. Lighter than average wines, thanks to an especially cool growing season. 

intermittent heat spikes during the growing season led to a challenging year. Vineyard management was crucial for successl reds and 

whites have lower-than-usual alcohols and lighter-bodied textures. (Very Good)

2009
Exceptional - Already good, better examples can improve further. Univerasl acclaim across all varieties.

Following the growing season's typical heat wate, moderate temperatures and well-timed rains extended the harvest into April and May. 

Very consistent for reds & whites in warm inland areas and cooler coastal spots. (Outstanding)

2010
Good - Already good, better examples can improve further. Cool & dry in spring until a very wet November. December was dry again, and 

warm too, allowing for good late ripening. Mildew was a problem in many areas, so quality is variable.  Cold, wet winter resulted in late 

Late-season dryness and warmth helped save vintage, but beware of inconsistencies. (Very Good)

2011
Excellent - Already good, better examples can improve further. Drought, resulting in reduced yields and particular concentration in reds. 

Not an auspicious vintage.  Following another dry winter, windy and dry conditions persisted through the growing season, though 

temperatures were moderate; wines are concentrated, but still fresh & racy. (Outstanding)

2012
Very Good - Below average yields, but good quality fruit thanks to a dry, easy harvest period. A cool, dry start to a smaller-than-usual crop, 

though ripening occurred under moderate temperatures that persisted in February & March. Reds show polish and ripeness, with lower 

alcohols, while whites are fresh and delineated; similar in style to 2011, with an extra bit of concentration. (Outstanding)

2013
Excellent - A wet winter and warm summer. Humidity threatened rot during the harvest, but producers with the strongest nerce 

successfully waited for dryer conditions. Reds are particularly promising. A strong start to the season, but humidity midway led to some 

disease pressures and put a premium on canopy management; late-season weather excellent though. Reds look to be variable from 

producer to producer, with best showing an elegant style. Crop about 10% larger than usual. (Outstanding)

2014
Good - A challenging vintage beset by rain. Coastal regions fared better than most, but overall the expectations for quality are not high. 

A very wet Spring, which led to higher-than-usual disease pressure, was followed by a generally cool, wet growing season that resulted in a 

late-running harvest with many varieties ripening at the same time. Whites were harvested under good conditions in February; reds will be 

variable. 

2015 Excellent - Record early harvest but viewed as good quality by most observers, thanks to clement weather throughout the year. Yields are 

slightly lower than in 2014.
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2016
Very Good – Although it was one of the earliest vintages ever, the white & red wines made on the Anthonij Rupert properties are of top 

quality. The wines have good extracts that will allow them to age in the bottle.
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2017
Excellent – One of the driest harvest seasons ever recorded in South Africa. Despite the extreme weather conditions, very unique and powerfully 

th very low pH levels. 

During January and February 2017 we had very cool evenings and no major heat waves. The lower night temperatures contributed to the exceptional

2018
Excellent – Another “dry” vintage and possibly one of the most talked about vintages for a long time to come. The overall quality of this vintage is showing 

signs of greatness with marvellous colour and intensity of �avour due to the much smaller berry size. This has resulted in very unique and concentrated 

wines. The varietals ripened as per normal and there was no back log of grapes arriving at the cellars. We look forward to watching the evolution of these 

wines as they age when going to bottle where further progression will take place.
